        Minutes of Annual General Meeting 2007
Held at the Assembly Room, Hall for Cornwall, Truro at 7.30pm on May 17th 2007.

Present: 29 members.

1. Apologies: None.

2. Minutes of 2006 AGM: Agreed as a true and accurate record: proposed Fred Horth, seconded Pat Fleming, carried unanimously.

3. Matters Arising: Phil Dormon, Chair, referred to the questionnaire sent out to members and regretted that only 16 had been returned.

4. Chairman’s Report:
· Membership of the group remained stable at approximately 60.

· Attendance at tastings during 2006 was lower than in previous few years. The average attendance fell from 24 to 21, with only 35 members coming to two or more events. Members were reminded of the importance of supporting tastings, particularly those of less familiar wines.

· The most popular regular tasting was of Burgundy, the least popular that of Alpine wine.

· The Alfresco evening in July was most successful, with excellent food, wines, weather and sunset. Thanks were extended to Morene and Pat Fleming for hosting the event at their home above Portreath.

· Increased charges from the Hall for Cornwall meant that, regrettably, it was decided at the last committee meeting that the tastings fee be changed from £10 to £12 per person. This is the first increase for eight years.
5. Treasurer’s Report: Chris James presented the financial spreadsheet prepared by Ian Waller, who was unable to attend the meeting. He observed that the balance had been reduced during the year as planned. Agreed to accept the financial statement presented: proposed Morene Fleming, seconded Wendy Trebilcock, carried unanimously.

6. Election of Officers and Committee: From the Chair Phil informed members that Ian Waller and Joan Wentzel were resigning from their posts as Treasurer and Secretary, respectively. He thanked them both for their work on behalf of the Group and noted that though Joan was returning to South Africa, she wished to retain her membership and hoped to attend tastings when she was in this country. Chris James had volunteered to take over as Treasurer and Tim Holway was willing to continue as Secretary. Other Committee members were ready to continue as before. Agreed to approve the officers and committee members as nominated: proposed Diane Cocks, seconded Mike Grundy, carried unanimously. Committee members were thanked for their work and support during the year.
